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1.1. Description: Facility designed for use by flying & non-flying (all) squadrons
for tactical operations not found in other Operational CATCodes. These functions
may not necessarily be associated with USSOCOM component units. Facilities
defined under this CATCode provide unique spaces, and functional capabilities
not found in other Operational CATCodes.

1.1.1. NOTE: Aerospace Pararescue and Recovery Facility (Guardian Angel
Rescue Squadron [RQS] will use CATCode 141753, Squadron Operations.

1.1.2. NOTE: Active Duty Aeromedical Evacuation Squadrons will use
CATCode 141753, Squadron Operations.

1.2. Requirements Determination. Contact the MAJCOM for non-administrative
mission specific space requirements.

1.3. Scope Determination. The administration spaces, office sizes, conference
rooms, break rooms etc. are based on Facility Class 6, Administrative; Category
Group 61, Administrative and Administrative Support Spaces. See Table 1.1.

1.4. Design Considerations. Obtain additional information from MAJCOM sources.
